Directions: Our houses are located at Ballyhoura Forest Holiday Homes, Ballyorgan, Kilfinnane, Co Limerick.

The best and quickest route is to leave Dublin on the M7.After the Portlaoise  by pass take the exit for Cork (M8). Follow the N/M8 to Mitchelstown.  On the Mitchelstown bypass take the N73 direction Mallow. After approx 6miles you reach Kildorrey. Turn right at the crossroads in the main street direction Kilmallock, Ardpatrick (R512). Continue on this road approx 5miles until you see a sign for Ballyorgan pointing to a right turn. Take this right and continue to the village of Ballyorgan. Continue up the main street to the top of the hill at the edge of the village. Our houses are on the left.

There are no shops in the local village (Ballyorgan) so please make arrangements with those in your house to bring food for the house hold.

The houses are well equipped, (2bathrooms, dishwasher, washing machine, cooker, microwave, TV). However it is important to note that the electricity meter for each of our houses will be read and the end of our stay and we will be charged accordingly. I have allowed for the average usage in the €60 charge.  If our consumption goes above what I have allowed for it will be necessary to collect excess from occupants of the house.

 Please make sure that your bikes are in good order.
